FLYING WILD:  WHAT IS IT?  Flying WILD is a cross-curricular environmental education program which 
introduces students to bird conservation through a range of teaching and learning options—from classroom 
activities to school bird festivals. Flying WILD was created by the originators of the award-winning 
Project WILD, which has been used in schools across the U.S. for over twenty years.  Geared for the middle 
grades and adaptable to other levels, the program includes teacher-led, student-led, and volunteer-led 
learning activities which provide opportunities to engage students in real-world learning.
